These the titles I’ve read and recommend that don’t fall into other categories I have listed.

· “Blood and Whiskey; The Life and Times of Jack Daniels” by Peter Krauss.  This was a very excellent book.  Well-written with a unique plot about the life of a very unique man and lots of good background about the time periods during which he built and operated America’s largest distillery.  This book also held some special meaning for me in a couple ways; one I knew about when I bought the book, the second when I began reading it.  First, I’ve toured the Jack Daniels Distillery AND spent some time in the Lynchburg, TN area.  Lynchburg is a very quaint really cool little town – the hardware store and courthouse on the town square being but 2 of its worthwhile venues.  Second, the author spent his information gathering days at the nearby B&B I’d stayed in.  His stories about his time with the owners – Mr. Francis and Miss June Tucker – brought back some very pleasant memories of my stay at their B&B.  So much so, I wrote them a letter mentioning my reminisce to which Miss June promptly responded.  My joy at her quick reply was dampened by her news that due to many unfortunate factors, they’d had to cease operating their home as a B&B.  

· “Great Scot; The Life of Sean Connery,” by John Hunter. 

· “Means of Escape: A War Correspondent’s Memoir of Life and Death in Afghanistan, the Middle East and VietNam,” by Philip Caputo. This is a factual account of Caputo’s life as a war correspondent. A life which seemingly forms the rough basis of the fictional story of a war correspondent in another of his books, “DelCorso’s Gallery.” Both of these books are great books!
